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Human Geographies

The 5* Little Islands Festival under the title <Human Geographies» offers
a creative cultural journey into the relationship between man and nature.
Engaging in a dialogue with previous themed editions, this year's festival
focuses on the natural world both as a boundary of human activity and a

nucleus of human creativity.

Nature, forever feminine, has been perceived over time, sometimes as an
enemy and sometimes as a cohabiter, an object of conquest but also a
subject of symbiosis.

Its relationship with human societies has been determined at every moment
of history by a variety of factors such as the economy, culture, science, daily
life with its practices and capabilities, and ultimately has functioned and
continues to function as a mirror in which humanity conceives itself.

Today, perhaps more than at any other time, this relationship is determined
by complex, timeless and spaceless mechanisms that do not nevertheless
cease to crystallize spatially and temporally, placing any discussion on the

borderline between universality and locality.

Sikinos' landscape represents the archetype through which art unfolds
narratives, images, meanings, contradictions and memories of this
relationship. Its human imprint, as determined by natural constraints,
expresses the unpretentious, the essential and ultimately the absolutely
necessary, manifest and diffused in every corner of the island - from the
stone paths, the metochia, the dry stone walls, the chapels, the «Chora».

An unchanged in time rural landscape that today, like so many others, is
searching for its place and its role in the shifting realities. The creators and
the artworks of this year's edition compose a palimpsest of different aspects
and possibilities of this search. Not with the aim of giving final answers to
the viewer but to raise questions, feelings and thoughts in a way that only
art has the power to do.

What is the field between the physical and the synthetic
world? The only certainty is that we will encounter a turbu-
lent world -a balance of chaos- a cloud of noise and uncer-
tainty. Yiorgos Drosos, well known for his projection map-
ping projects, knows how to electrify the human senses.

The use of three-dimensional computer techniques me-
ticulously and with great precision transfers three-dimen-
sional points consisting of moving clouds of an entire area
of buildings that have suffered temporal deterioration
similar to the temporal distance that separates us from
the events described in the photographs from "Doctors
of the World". A psychographic record of the impact of
human imposition as a demon to the environment and its
inhabitants.

The photo material that is presented through the “Fire-
burnt Cities" captures simple moments of members of the
"Doctors of the World". A capture of an apparent perfec-
tion of emotions, but behind this perfection, on a second
glance, we discern a new arrangement of space that in-
itially escapes us, consisting of disparate factors such as
threat, desolation, tragedies, forced migration, struggle
for survival, and death.

The representational system submitted is the compu-
tational promise between two points where they are
intricately connected to instantaneous sensation. The
transitional stage explored by the tracking algorithm is
the deconstruction of the Artificial Intelligence (A.L) and
the conceptual framework that the work deposits to the
viewer.

By entering a trance-like state and with the
support of digital and acoustic instruments, the sound
performer, connects with the “voice» of the tree as an
archetype, channeling the secret encoded information
stored in the flow of its vital force.
